Set against a world of barbed wire and sheet metal, bodies rise with
memory of the traditional dances they grew up with.
Feet stamp the floor with power and grace, heads are held high, clothing is colourful and
carefully fitted.
The immersive staging captures audiences in timeless movements that weld a community. The dancers’ 
energy seeps into every corner. Fuelled by their collective power, their voices and movements become 
weapons that condemn torture and injustice.
